G.C.R.  As you may know, a Great  
Commission Resurgence Task Force was 
established during the Southern Baptist  
Convention last year.  Dr. Johnny Hunt,  
Convention President, appointed the Task 
Force with Dr. Ronnie Floyd of Arkansas as 
Chairman.  Their initial draft has been released 
which has drawn much opposition.  The report 
is calling for a dismantling of the North Ameri-
can Mission Board.  The report also establishes 
a Great Commission Fund in order to, among 
other things, assist in Church Planting targeting 
large strategic cities.  This would basically  
compete with Cooperative Program giving 
thus defunding the best way to underwrite  
missions and ministries.  In essence, the GCR 
Task Force is propagating a “top down”  
principle of operation for the Southern Baptist 
Convention.  Our denomination has always 
functioned best from a “bottom-up” grass-roots 
principle driven by the local church.  The GCR 
plan circumvents the State Convention and  
Associations altogether.  Space does not allow 
for detailed reporting. I merely desire to alert 
you to this proposal.  The GCR Task Force will 
release the final report in May and present it at 
the Southern Baptist Convention in Orlando, 
Florida (June 15-16).  EBA is formulating an 
awareness plan outlining more details. While 
the motive refocuses emphasis on The Great 
Commission the method being proposed is 
wrong!
